For Students Admitted Fall 2016 and Later 
 

Introduction 
Students who enrolled in the fall of 2016 or thereafter must satisfy the “Experiential Learning” 
(EL) requirement.  This means that they must complete one or more experiential course(s) 
totaling at least six credit hours. There are three types of experiential courses: 1) simulation 
courses; 2) law clinics; and 3) externships. To satisfy the EL requirement, a course must be 
primarily experiential in nature and must:
