The sale and service of alcoholic beverages on the SMU Campus is authorized and regulated by the Texas Alcoholic 
Beverage Commission (“TABC”) and Southern Methodist University (“SMU”) policies and procedures, through the SMU 
Office of Campus Services.  Pursuant to SMU Policy 1.15, Alcohol Policy, the University has adopted the following 
Procedures for the Sale and Service of Alcohol at events held on the SMU main campus located in University Park, Texas 
(“Procedures”).  These Procedures may be amended from time to time by SMU, without prior notice.  It is the 
responsibility of any individual or group requesting approval for the sale and/or service of alcohol on the SMU campus to 
review and comply with these Procedures 

DEFINITIONS 

“Approved Outside Caterer” – Non-SMU Catering vendor pre-approved by SMU Director of Purchasing and Associate 
Vice President of Campus Services to furnish food.
